Winemaker Notes
The Merlot and Cab-Franc grapes used in creat-
ing this blend are sourced from Calaveras
County, Sierra foothills at around the 1800’
ele- vation. Harvested  Mid-October and picked
no earlier than 26-27 brix. Cold maceration for
24- 48 hours before yeast inoculation.
Fermented dry and pressed into a Stainless steel
tanks to settle and start ML. Only 20% new
American Oak barrels are used for 18 to 26
months. Re-
mainder is on neutral barrels.  Year 2007
